Minutes of An African Preparatory Meeting for Bonn Renewables 2004 

Alpha Conference Centre, Johannesburg, South Africa, 24-26 February 2004

Day 1: Tuesday, 24 February 2004

1.1 
Apologies
 

Apologies were received from: Livaningo (Mozambique), Secou Sarr (ENDA, Senegal), National Union of Mineworkers (SA) and the Southern African Catholic Bishops Conference.

1.2
Welcome and Introduction

Stefan Cramer from the Heinrich Böll Foundation welcomed delegates and gave some information about the HBF.

Richard Worthington from the Sustainable Energy and Climate Change Partnership, a project of Earthlife Africa, Johannesburg, then gave a brief history of CURES. CURES – Citizens United for Renewable Energy and Sustainability – is a new coalition that was founded at an international NGO workshop with representation from all regions to prepare for the Bonn Conference. The workshop, which was held in Germany in October 2003, adopted a Declaration that was developed by consensus. It calls for actions by various sectors and stakeholder groups. 

Delegates were each given a copy of the CURES Declaration.
Delegates then introduced themselves, and the organisation they represent.

1.3
Capacity Building

A capacity building session then followed at which Rajen Awotar and Johannes Chigwada spoke about various RE sources, and how they can be used. 
Kamese Geoffrey  then spoke about the opportunities and challenges for RE in Africa. Many of these challenges are also opportunities:
· Africa is the poorest continent in the world, which means that it can’t afford to pay for RE, unless money is borrowed, but if Africa borrows capital, it comes with a price, as banks are businesses that have intentions other than helping Africans.

· There’s little local expertise, so Africa gets expertise from Western countries, which is expensive.  We must develop our own expertise – this is an opportunity.

· There’s little political will, so we must lobby for a change of policies, which is another opportunity.

· There’s a lack of awareness about RE in Africa, and there are not sufficient resources to raise awareness.  If we are to change people’s way of thinking we must reach them.

· There’s a problem of poor housing, so part of promoting RE is changing the way people live.  

· The biggest challenge to RE is lack of accessibility. The challenge is how do we take the technology to the people, especially to the rural poor?

· The dissemination of RE has been by those who want to profit from RE, not those who want to get energy to people.  How do we address the problem of those profiting from RE?

· Many people come from poor countries, countries that lack sufficient studies that show the benefits of RE, or where those studies exist, they are funded by donors interested in promoting conventional energy.  We need less biased studies of the benefits of renewables.

· Conventional energy sources and large-scale projects have become associated with corruption, e.g. ENRON, and Bujagali dam – which is an opportunity to promote RE.

· Conventional forms of energy are expensive and so not affordable to many local communities on the African continent.  This issue of affordability gives us the opportunity to expand RE sources.

Kamese concluded by urging delegates to make concrete strategies and plans to introduce and use RE in Africa, which would include how to overcome these obstacles and challenges.

Questions and Comments

· Rajen noted that governments and political parties are not convinced about RE, so the challenge is to convince them.  This can be done by lobbying and working with government, as happened in Mauritius.  He then asked ‘can industrialised countries transfer RE technology to developing countries at cheap rates or freely?’  Kamese noted that if Africa had its own resources, then cleaner technology would be affordable. Uganda’s challenge is that all raw materials are exported – instead Uganda must manufacture products internally using its raw products. 
· Whose problem is it to overcome the challenges identified? Kamese noted that it is a shared responsibility.

· It was noted that RE is not only for rural areas as was implied in Kamese’s input.

· The argument that there’s little political will for RE was questioned, as sometimes there is political will for RE, but that there are other reasons that they are not implemented.

1.4
Informal Discussions

The rest of Tuesday afternoon was spent in small groups, where people were asked to discuss what they would like to achieve through the Bonn renewables 2004 process and how  to prepare for it. 

Day 2: Wednesday, 25 February 2004

2.1  
Aim of renewables 2004 Conference

A representative from the German embassy gave a brief input on the history and what the German government hopes to achieve from renewables 2004: 

· He noted that, the Conference aims in part to take forward the Plan of Implementation of the WSSD Johannesburg 2002 and “..with a sense of urgency, substantially increase the global share of renewable energy sources.”

· Bonn Renewables 2004 is an intergovernmental conference, with an expected 1 000 delegates, including stakeholder participation  

· Three conference outcomes are envisaged:

1. Political Declaration

2. International Action Plan – with the message being less talking and more action

3. Guidance for good policy

Delegates were urged to subscribe to the list-serve on the website to get updated on latest information at www.renewables2004.de
Questions and Answers

· Can someone report back on the Regional Prep meeting in Nairobi in November 2003? It was noted that there is space later in the day for this. However, Kofi Atri (who attended the meeting in Nairobi) reported that the discussion on Renewables 2004 lasted only 90 minutes – which was far too short. He also noted there was no involvement of the business sector, and urged that this sector be included, arguing that it is more important than the NGO sector in moving RE forward.  

The German embassy delegate agreed that 90 minutes was too short for a proper discussion about Renewables 2004. He also agreed with Kofi that the inclusion of established industry is very important.  

· Private sector money is needed to get RETs introduced, how will Bonn make this happen? One of the intentions of Bonn is not only to lead to new commitments by government but also by others e.g. Funders, the World Bank, etc.  

· Is the National Advisory Council German or international? It is mainly a German council involved in the preparation of the meeting.  This council was set up to get people from all over the world to participate in renewables 2004.

· What is the plan for managing  unwilling governments?  During WSSD there were a number of interventions to get unwilling countries on board, which led to some success.  While it’s not easy for these countries to come to meetings and be pressured, it is for us to put pressure on these countries to act.

2.2 
Civil society views on RE in Africa

Delegates were given an opportunity to give an update on RE in Africa to set the tone for discussions about how Africa can prepare for Renewables 2004. 

· Geoffrey Musonda noted that in Zambia, NGOs were used to help control HIV-Aids and urged that civil society play a role to promote RE.

· Kofi Atri  argued that there is huge potential for RE, but that there has not been sufficient research to show the costs and viability of this. Nor has there been enough public education.  As such, there needs to be more research done, as well as seminars and meetings to raise awareness and expose the advantages and disadvantage of RE.  

· He noted that Bonn is a unique opportunity to develop the right framework within which to promote RE. He urged that the World Bank and multilateral partners be lobbied to increase their support for RE, and that industrialised countries commit themselves to financing and promoting RE in developing countries.  

· Rajen Awotar noted that  Mauritius has developed a policy to produce electricity using sugar cane by-products.  In addition, the government is signing contracts with private companies to promote RE.  These companies are getting overseas funding to increase their RE targets to 25%.  The World Bank has assisted with this.

· Johannes Chigwada  urged that RE be used for productive means so that people can make money.  

· Richard Worthington noted the need for an air pollution tax/charges and fiscal means to promote RE.  He also noted that the African Union should make provisions to help RE; such as setting up a fund where financial resources for RE are transferred from north to south – as debts are written off.  But to achieve this, civil society needs to mobilize.  

2.3
Report on Nairobi meeting

Timothy Byakola reported on the EU energy initiative meeting held in Nairobi in November 2003 (at which 90 minutes was spent on preparing for Bonn).  

The primary focus was on decreasing levels of poverty in developing countries through access to energy. Timothy noted that there is 6 million euros to for this initiative, with the deadline for applications being March 31.   Delegates can get information from the EU Energy Initiative website www.euei.org  He also noted that an African ministerial statement was developed and adopted for Bonn at the Bonn Prep meeting.

2.4

2.5 
Questions about the CURES Declaration

Delegates were invited to ask questions about the CURES Declaration, which Richard Worthington, as one of the contributors to the Declaration tried to answer.

· Does the Declaration represent the views of southern or northern NGOs? There are not two positions in the document.  During discussions there were differing views but all were accommodated as far as possible to produce a consensus document.

· What does the Institutional Home on page 8 refer to? While it was recognised that there needs to be an institution focussing on RE, there was strong opposition of this being placed within the UN, however some people didn’t agree, instead they supported IRENA – International Renewable Energy Agency, within the UN.  To accommodate both views, we haven’t specified what the institutional home for RE should be.

· What is the Gold Standard on page 8?  This is an NGO initiative to ensure quality projects through the Clean Development Mechanism within the Kyoto protocol, which sets out criteria and a methodology for project evaluation in order to rule our business-as-usual projects.

· What are Carbon Footprints on page 13? These are a way of referring to the greenhouse gas emissions of a particular entity. 

· Is Bonn Renewables only focussing on JREC countries? No, all countries are invited, the emphasis is on new renewable energy.  

· What countries form part of the JREC? There are about 70-80 countries, with notable members being Germany, Great Britain and France. The USA, Japan and OPEC are not JREC members.

· The Declaration is about National governments setting target, so why are there are no figures? The CURES Declaration is based on the understanding  that different countries will have different targets.  For our own advocacy we could push our governments for minimum  targets.  

· The CURES Declaration calls for financial institutions to fund RE, but this could give them the opening to revive old projects such as dam building under the guise of RE? The CURES Declaration talks about new and ambitious RE targets, so RE finance cannot be given to new/ large dams. In addition, the Executive Board of CDM are committed to ensuring that the CDM does not become a barrier to policies for RE & Energy Efficiency (EE) in developing countries. One of rules is for additionality, so it’s not business as usual.  

2.6 Report Back on Small Group Discussions: Expectations of this meeting and the Bonn preparatory process

Group 1: Financing Renewables - National and International Financing Institutions 
This group made a number of suggestions for what African delegates could call on their governments to agree to, including: 

· An increase of 20 % RE financing per annum

· Phasing out of coal and oil financing by 2008

· Creative RE financing mechanisms – including micro-finance; no interest loans for solar water heaters – re-paid from electricity saving

· Triple bottom line accounting – Quantifying social and environmental costs as well as economic costs – required of all multi-national corporations and major domestic industries

· Governments to conduct IEPs based on the triple bottom line approach, 

· Introduce pollution taxes / changes / levy to address externalised costs

· Introducing a Natural Resource Use Tax – to finance RE projects or compensate  affected communities

· A central fund for financing RE and EE initiatives.

Group 2: An Institutional Home for RE after Bonn

The group:

Proposed a separate body to deal with Renewables, initially outside the UN system but maintaining a close relationship with UN bodies dealing with energy.

It also urged sub regional structures to:

· Co-ordinate activities at a regional level

· Implement Bonn decisions 

· Monitor and  evaluate progress

· Capacitate civil society to monitor these processes

The group then identified actions for delegates to undertake at the end of this meeting:
· Write a letter to SADC to update it on this meeting.

· Representatives to write letters to their ministers and National Governments, also to update them on this meeting

Group 3 – Productive use of Renewable 

This group identified how RE can be used productively as a rationale for introducing them, apart from their environmental benefits. It noted that RE can be used productively especially in rural areas, e.g. in poultry farming where droppings can be used in a Biogas digester to produce energy to keep freezers cold, for baking and beer-brewing, for irrigation – solar energy is very good for pumping water, for communication, for tourism, education and health – as medicines can be stored.

Group 4 – Awareness raising and capacity building 

This group highlighted the importance of agreements at Bonn to include the transfer of knowledge – through community outreach programmes to teach people about RE and inform them about the ill effects of conventional energy. They noted the importance of involving 

youth and children, so, from primary school onwards, children should be taught about RE, which should be part of the school curriculum.

This group also highlighted the importance of telling communities that the Bonn Renewables conference is taking place in June, because many people in SA did not know about the WSSD even though it was held in Johannesburg.  The purpose for doing this was interrogated, as many people wouldn’t be able to attend anyway – the question was asked ‘wasn’t it more important to tell people about agreements made at Bonn, rather than that the meeting will be taking place?’  After some debate it was agreed that communities need to be informed of the process from the beginning. 

Day 3: Thursday, 26 February 2004

3.1 Report back – Working Group discussions 

Delegates divided into 4 working groups, in which they discussed outputs from this meeting and made commitments to activities.

Group 1: 
African Co-ordinating for Bonn Renewables 2004

This group proposed a Co-ordinating Committee, to be elected at this meeting.  This committee should comprise of about 6 people, and should:

Serve as a mechanism for transparency and accountability.

Be a first point of contact with civil society and NGOs from Africa (particularly sub-Saharan Africa) engaging with Bonn Renewables 2004 (particularly regarding preparation and attendance).  As such,

· It will disseminate relevant information by:

· A list serve for interested organisations that Inforse will set up

· A website that Inforse will establish (which will contain information pertinent to Africa’s preparation for Renewables 2004)

· Using the CURES list serve to disseminate key outputs from African preparations

· It will be available to co-ordinate an African position and will encourage all interested organisations in Africa to contribute to the process

· It will run a nomination process for participants to attend the Conference, at least for the 8 people funded by Heinrich Böll Foundation

· It will keep a log of available resources (including funding information and materials) and contact people, as well as activities 

The committee will also:

· Request Contact Trust to set up a list serve for its members, so that they can communicate with each other.  
· Announce its formation to African civil society  Timothy Byakola agreed  to draft this announcement – which will be posted on the Inforse webpage and CURES list serve.

The group also noted that the Co-ordinating Committee can be assisted in its work by national contact points – and requested delegates to volunteer for this role.

More discussion on the roles and functions of the Co-ordinating Committee can be found in Section 3.2 below.

Group 2: 
Advocacy
In discussing advocacy, the group first identified who needs to be lobbied, and identified

NEPAD, AU, SADC, World Bank, African Development Bank, Development Bank of SA, African Power Pools, COMESA, National Corporates, National and Regional Power Regulators including the Regional Organisation of Energy Regulators, as well as UN agencies like UNDP, UNEP, UNESCO, UNFCCC, UNIDO.

It secondly, identified possible partners that could help with the lobbying, including: 

SARCAN, AFREPEN, ENDA, Global Water Partnership, Sparknet (Brings NGOs from North and South together), SouthSouthNorth, SEA, SESSA, ISES, Global Forum on Sustainable Energy, REEP and SEED.

A gap was noted here as French and Portuguese speaking countries are not represented.

The group then identified actions to be taken before and after Bonn:

Actions: Short Term, before Bonn

1. A Declaration from this meeting to be developed and distributed to partners and other stakeholders – including the targets of our lobbying and advocacy. 

2. A report from this conference to be sent to partners.

3. Delegates to send letters to national energy related corporates telling them about Bonn and CURES, in which we request a response on their RE and SE policies.  Tsehlo from Pelum-Lesotho agreed to develop a blueprint letter that delegates can use. 

4. Delegates must inform  their national press of this meeting and the Bonn meeting.  Claire Taylor from Earthlife Africa-Johannesburg will draft a blueprint press release that delegates can use.  

5. Delegates must alert national and regional electricity regulators about Bonn and CURES, and strongly encourage their attendance.  Dieter Holm from the Sustainable Energy Society of SA will draft this letter, which delegates can send out. 

Questions and Answers

· Can the group give more clarity on their idea for developing a Declaration at this meeting, as the CURES Declaration already exists for this meting to endorse.  Or is there something so particular to Africa that it is not represented in the CURES Declaration? After some discussion it was agreed that this meeting could support the Declaration, and add to it, if there are any sections that are weak or missing.

· Can African delegates work together to develop civil society activities at Bonn to lobby governments e.g. by co-ordinating a photo exhibition featuring drought, famine, floods and all Climate Change social effects?  There is space for delegates to get involved in side events and the Multi Stakeholder Dialogue
· A suggestion was made that a media group be elected to co-ordinate African civil society media work before and during Bonn, though no agreement was reached.  

Actions: Long Term after Bonn

· There should be increased communication between delegates  e.g. newsletters and e-mail lists.

· We, as delegates must monitor government’s progress in meeting targets set at Bonn. 

· French and Portuguese speakers can be included through partners e.g. ENDA.

Group 3: 
Capacity building and Awareness Raising

The group identified different ways of building capacity and promoting awareness, including: 

· Sharing learning’s (Best Practice), within Africa and among southern countries – which would include successes and failures – through publications, visits and networking 

· Include RE in school education

· Repackaging information to highlight the sources and benefits of RE in local languages

This information can be distributed at regional, national and local workshops. 

The group then identified the following actions:

· Raising awareness on Bonn Renewables and RE generally within the Namaqualand Cluster, through Newsletter and workshops. (Action – Women’s Leadership and Training Centre and Development Action Group)

· Delegates at this meeting should return to their respective organisations and disseminate the outcomes of this meetings. In addition, they should report back on how their organisations are taking forward the outcomes of this meeting.

3.2 
Discussion of & Election of Co-ordinating Committee

Before the co-ordinating committee was elected, delegates discussed its roles and responsibilities, urging that these be clarified because members are elected.  

· It was noted that  the co-ordinating committee is not closed, and that regions not represented here can still be included.

· What criteria will be used to elect the committee? Richard Worthington clarified that people would be elected to the co-ordinating based on their current capacity. Rajen noted too that people elected to the co-ordinating committee would be taking on extra work for their organisations. Those elected should represent the different regions of Africa. People already working on energy-related issues should be elected.

· What is the lifespan of the committee? There was a debate about whether the committee was only concerned with the period up to and including Bonn, or if it would work beyond Bonn.  It was finally agreed that the committee is primarily concerned with the period leading up to and including Bonn Renewables 2004, though it will also propose a way forward for follow up and monitoring after the Conference

· What would be the committee’s task? These are listed above under the report back from Group 1.

· Can the committee fund-raise? There was some debate over this, but it was finally agreed that:

the committee is not there to raise funds, as it is not a legal entity and so cannot sign contracts

but that it can direct funding by telling funders of organisations needing funding for Bonn

While discussing the issue of raising funds for delegates to attend Bonn, Stefan Cramer noted that the aim is not to get as many people to Bonn as possible, but rather to get good people to Bonn, and that HBF has enough funding to send 8 people to Bonn. The purpose of the Co-ordinating Committee would be to share this sort of information, rather than to fund raise. 

The following people were elected to sit on An African Co-ordinating Committee:

· Awotar, Rajen – MAUDESCO

· Byakola, Timothy – Climate and Development Initiatives 

· Chigwada, Johannes – Zero 

· Mahote, Fikiswa – Development Action Group

· Musonda, Geoffrey – Energy and Environmental Concerns for Zambia

· Ouattara, Ousmane – Mali Folke Center

· Taylor, Claire – Earthlife Africa, Johannesburg (Mimi, Sibusiso, Earthlife Africa, Cape Town as back up)

SECCP will also contact Stephen Karakezi from Afrepen to see if he would be interested in joining

A call was made for a North African delegate

3.3 
Endorsements and Resolutions

In making endorsements and resolutions, it was agreed that this meeting be described as an African Preparatory meeting for Bonn Renewables 2004.

The meeting unanimously endorsed the CURES Declaration, recognising that all parties attending are now members of the CURES coalition. 

Three additional resolutions were made to the CURES Declaration, in which this, an African Bonn prep meeting calls for:

1. A Renewable Energy Agency under the African Union, with a multi-stakeholder steering committee and public participation.

2. An International Fund and Institution to

· Draw revenue from mechanisms such as pollution charges/taxes;

· Develop financing mechanisms for project finance, skills and technology development including retraining.

· Establish an institutional home, which will be a new entity that will initially not be a UN agency

3. The African ministerial statement (developed in Nairobi) to be revised to emphasize the importance of new and ambitious renewable energy targets and to urge African ministers to take into account the CURES Declaration and the outcomes of this, an African preparatory meeting.
