Background Information:








Do the experiments like this:





Here on Earth oxygen is being produced continually. We will investigate if plants produce oxygen. It would be helpful to know something about energy consumption and photosynthesis. 








Buy an aquarium plant in a pet shop.


Put the plant under the glass funnel in a beaker of water.


Fill a test tube with water and place it upside down over the funnel opening. In the beginning control that no air is admitted into the test tube.


The test tube can be secured with a stand.


Place the experiment in bright light (in direct sunlight for some hours.


Check to see if the air formed in the test tube is oxygen.





Is oxygen produced when cress is sown in a corked test tube whilst the cress grows?


Does the cress grow better in the corked test tube when CO2  is added?


What would happen if the rain forests of South America were felled?


What would happen if a gene-manipulated plant used twice as much oxygen?
