… The recommendations of the World Summit for Sustainable Development (WSSD, Johannesburg, 2002) for strengthening the Education for Sustainable Development (ESD), as well as the proposed elements for the UNECE draft Strategy for ESD based on the decisions of WSSD, should be followed in order to improve the possibilities of all members of the civil society to receive and understand information and knowledge related to their participation in decision-making, to perform activities towards promotion of healthier living environment and nature conservation, and to learn how to protect the nature’s resources and biodiversity starting from earliest school and pre-school age.

… The worldwide goals of ESD and Environmental Education (EE) can be only achieved by dissemination, co-operation, tolerance and mutual trust in and between nations.
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The process of dissemination is an important step towards awareness-building and making the EE legitimate among teachers, educational managers and authorities. In this respect there is a need of regional partnership.

… The pan-European dimension of EE and the existing European experience should first of all serve as a point of reference for the emerging EE systems…
